When a numeric item is displayed on the Screen(with PBC on), press the 0-10 keys to select the
desired entry.

During AVI,DVD, VCD or SVCD playback, press SLOW for slow motion playback.
Once you press SLOW, the disc will play at 1/2, 1/4,1/8 and 1/16 normal speed.
Press PLAY to resume normal playback.

Each press of the REPEAT button will change the repeat mode.

TROUBLE SHOOTING
